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Remodeling Done Right.”
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NARI CEU Provider Request
One key to success in any Business is ongoing industry education.  For the remodeling pro, education should cover a broad range of topics from business and project management training, to building science and updated renovation processes.  While all remodelers should pursue continuing education programs, NARI requires its Certified Professionals earn at least 10 hours of continuing education per year as a condition of renewal.  Those applying for a certification for the first time are required to have earned at least 16 hours prior to submitting their application. 

CEU Qualifications 

In order to be approved for NARI CEU credits, a course or event must meet both of the following criteria:

1. It must be related to the remodeling industry.  Programs in business and project management, marketing, and safety are appropriate and required.  Additionally, classes that teach the operation of specific software programs, installation procedures, and government compliance issues are desired.  
2. The class must be product neutral.  In other words, it can not be a sales pitch for products or services.  Sponsors and providers are allowed to provide a short introduction of their company and/or background and acknowledge the program’s sponsor at the beginning of the program and at the end.  In addition, the final presentation slide may contain the presenter’s and/or sponsor’s contact information. 

Awarding CEUs
CEUs are granted at the rate of 1 NARI CEU for each contact hour of instruction.  A contact hour can range from 50 minutes to 1 hour.  If a class is presented in 50 minutes attendees would earn 1 CEU.  If the class was 90 minutes, the attendees would earn 1.5 CEUs.  When conducting on demand on-line programs CEUs are granted based on the expected completion time.

NARI members and certification holders are responsible for reporting their CEUs.  To facilitate this, providers are requested to provide a certificate of attendance to attendees.  The certificate should include:  Attendee’s name, class title, class length, CEUs granted, date of the class or completion if on-line, location, and instructor.  Additional information may be provided such as sponsor name and a list of expected outcomes.  You may also include the NARI CEU logo as appropriate. 
Course Approval 

Organizations wishing to provide NARI CEUs to attendees are requested to complete the registration form attached.  For each class/course for which CEUs are requested, complete and submit the attached CEU request form or submit a course outline that includes the approximate length, outcomes or learning objectives, and other data as may be appropriate.  NARI’s education department will respond acknowledging receipt.
